		A city in Mesopotamia (now Iraq) mentioned in Genesis 10:10 as part of the kingdom of Nimrod. The term 'Akkadian' is often used for the language common to Babylonia and Assyria which was widely used as a diplomatic language in the ancient Near East.
	




	[bookmark: G43]Ararat
  אררט
		The Hebrew form of the Assyrian Urartu, a kingdom in the north of modern-day Armenia. The traditional landing-place of Noah's Ark was Mount Ararat, which is situated on the right bank of the Araxes river. The summit of Ararat (called by the Persians 'the mountain of Noah') is approximately 17,000 ft (518,160 km) above sea-level.
	




	[bookmark: G84]Babylon (Bavel)
    בבל
		The capital of Babylonia was founded by King Nimrod in the land of Shinar. Located on the river Euphrates (50 m/80 km south of Baghdad, Iraq), it became the centre of Babylonian civilisation, religion, and political life. In Genesis 10:10 it is called Bavel, 'Gate of G-d'. The history of the building of the tower of Babel is described in Genesis 11:1-11.

All of Jacob's children with the exception of Benjamin were born in Charan (Genesis 29:32-32:24). Known in classical times as Carrhae, it later became the headquarters of the Sabbean religion described by Maimonides.

A City of Moab is mentioned at Numbers 22:36 as the place where Balak met Balaam. 2. Son of Lot by his incestuous union with his elder daughter. Said to be the ancestor of the Moabites, an ancient tribe living east of the Jordan river (Genesis 19:37) and may have been identified in Numbers 24:17-18 by Balaam as the descendants of Seth, the third son of Adam and Eve. Like the Ammonites and the Edomites, they were not among the pre-Israelites who lived in the land of Canaan (Genesis 10:15-20).

	A Turn for the Worse

After Adam and Chava were sent out of Gan Eden, life on earth took a turn for the worse. People forgot about the Creator of the world. They started praying to the sun, the moon, and even to statues made of wood or stone.

HaShem was very angry and wanted to destroy all of the people of the world. But HaShem waited, in the hope that they would stop serving idols and remember the G-d Who had created them. But instead... things went from bad to worse. 

The people who lived in the tenth generation after Adam were the worst of all. Besides the idol worship, they shamelessly stole from each other - even in broad daylight! And the judges in the courts were just as crooked as the thieves, so the bad guys were never punished. Things were really getting out of hand!

A Good Man



But there was one bright light in the middle of all of this darkness - Noach. Noach was a good man who knew about HaShem and tried his best to live a holy life, along with his wife, Na'ama, and their three sons, Shem, Cham and Yafet.

HaShem said to Noach:

"The people of this generation are completely wicked, and they do not deserve to exist anymore! I have waited, but they have not even made the slightest attempt to become better people. I am sorry to say this, but I have decided to destroy the entire world - all of the people, the animals, and even the flowers and trees. Nothing will remain of the world I created. I will send a great flood to wipe everything out - except for you and your family.” 

Noach wondered how his family could be safe from a flood so vast that it would cover the entire world! 

HaShem reassured him:

"Do exactly as I tell you. Build a taiva (ark) that will float on top of the water. This taiva will protect you and your family, as well as representatives of all of the animals in the whole world. You'll need to bring onto the taiva one male and female of each non-kosher animal, and seven of each kosher animal. Make the taiva 300 amot long, 50 amot wide, and 30 amot high.” (Amot is the plural form of amah, a measurement of about 2 feet).

This was going to be some big boat - as long as two football fields!

HaShem then gave specific instructions for the construction of the taiva:

-         Make the taiva out of strong gopher wood.
-         Build a slanted roof so the rain will run off.
-         Install a window to let light in. (Some Rabbis say that Noach had a huge, brilliant stone that lit up the entire taiva.)
-         Waterproof the taiva by putting tar all over it, inside and out. 
-         Gather up a year's worth of food... you'll need it!

It took Noach 120 years to finish this huge project. (Imagine building an enormous boat with 300 rooms, using only your bare hands and some simple tools. Remember, there were no electric drills and power saws in those days...)
While Noach was working, there was plenty of time for news to travel. This was part of HaShem's plan; HaShem hoped that the wicked people who heard about the flood would change their ways in time to stop it. 
Word spread that a crazy man was building a boat to save himself from a flood, and people often stopped by to mock Noach as he and his sons sawed and hammered away.
"Noach, what are you doing up there?”
"I'm building a taiva, because HaShem has told me to save my family from the great flood that will destroy the world!”
"A flood, eh? That's a pretty good joke, Noach!”
"It's no joke. The flood will destroy everything, including you, unless you do teshuva (repent) and stop your wicked ways!”
"Sure, Noach. Ha! Ha! Ha! Sure, Noach.”
"It's true! Don't miss your chance! The rain will start soon…”
"Ooooh, I'm so scared! Well, have fun building your taiva! I'm sure it'll be really useful sitting there on dry land. A flood... now that's funny...”
And the people would go off, laughing and pointing. In 120 years, not even one person took Noach seriously.

An Amazing Ark

The taiva had three floors:
-         The top floor was for Noach and his wife, their three sons, and their son's wives. 
-         The middle floor housed all the animals - more animals than you'd find in the biggest zoo. After all, at least one pair of every kind of animal in the entire world was in there! 
-         The third floor, in the basement of the taiva, was where all the garbage was kept. 
When he finished building the taiva, Noach was 600 years old. (In those days people lived a lot longer than we do nowadays.) On the 17th day of the month of Cheshvan, the mabul - the Great Flood - began.
Noach and his family entered the taiva, in broad daylight, for all to see. Even though many people had threatened that if they saw Noach enter the taiva, they would kill him and destroy the ark, miraculously, no one was able to harm Noach. 

And from the four corners of the earth, the animals came peacefully - walking, creeping, flying, and leaping - to Noach's taiva.

It's Raining, It's Pouring 

At first it was just a little drizzle and the wicked people continued to laugh. 
"Sure, Noach. Some flood you've got here. I think I felt a few drops on my head. Let me rush back to my house to get my umbrella… Ha! Ha!”

But before long, the windows of heaven opened and the drizzle turned into a downpour. Hot springs deep in the earth began gushing out boiling hot water. Oceans, lakes, and rivers began to overflow. 

As the water level began to climb higher and higher, the wicked people of the earth also began to climb higher and higher. They tried to find safety in tall trees and on mountaintops. But it was too late. They had missed their chance.  

The mabul destroyed everything and everyone. Only the fish in the waters survived. The only safe place on earth was now inside Noach's taiva.

The waters continued raging for 40 days and 40 nights. The entire world was covered with water - even the tallest mountain.

Noach the Zookeeper


Day and night, Noach and his family tended to the needs of thousands of animals, giving them food and water and cleaning up after them. But miraculously, the animals did not fight while on the taiva, and the wild animals were as tame as house pets.
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
